Northeast Missouri native John Hoehne recently received the prestigious

Agriculture Educators Lifetime Achievement Award at the Missouri Livestock

Swine and Dairy Focus Teams. In this position he worked closely with producers, trade organizations, and
government agencies to assist in the planning and design of manure nutrient management systems.

John now spends time as a consulting engineer and is spending more quality time with wife Gloria, his

children Susan and David, and his two granddaughters and grandson.
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He was conferred the ranking of Assistant Professor Emeritus of Agriculture Engineering at the

University of Missouri in May 2001 and has now been awarded the Missouri Livestock Symposium’s
